Science – Light	              Geography - Madagascar  Create a colourful A4 poster titled “Welcome to Madagascar!” Include: A drawing of the island, At least three facts, One animal, One interesting place (e.g., Avenue of the Baobabs)

Write a short comparison of the weather in: The UK and Madagascar. Children can describe: Temperature, Rainfall, Seasons

Write five facts about Madagascar. Children can focus on: Where it is in the world. What animals live there. What the weather is like. What people eat. What languages are spoken.

Choose one Madagascan animal (e.g., lemur, fossa, chameleon). Draw it and write three sentences describing: What it looks like. What it eats. Where it lives.

Reflective Safety — Write a short explanation of why cyclists and pedestrians wear reflective clothing.
Reflection Sketch — Draw a picture of light bouncing off a shiny object.
Shadow Diary — Track the size and position of a shadow at three different times of day.
