Class Target - To sustain reading and become fluent whole chapter 
readers.

Maths

The children will continue to develop fluency, reasoning and problem solving 
with numbers to 1000 and the four operations; +, - X and ÷ . These number 
methods are transferring into measures and shape. We are working on 
fractions, including decimals, tenths and equivalent fractions.

Science
Learning will link to the theme of 
Plants and then Light and Seeing. 
Why not grow plants from seeds 
at home and measure how much 
they grow a week and the amount 

of water they need?

Spellings
SoundsWrite spellings
will be given out Wednesdays 
ready for a ‘show us what you 
know’ test on Mondays. Children 
need to say the sounds as they 
practise and identify syllables. 

History and Geography 
We will continue to compare the 
ancient civilisations of Greece and 
Egypt. In Geography they will learn 

about rainforests.

and the Sacrament of Reconciliation 
and Special Places using materials 

from CAFOD.

ICT
We will use the program 
Scratch to complete 
programming skills in 
music and mazes.
