The focus of the workshops is to develop and enhance the work we have been doing to 
promote being safe online.

The Breck Foundation was set up in 2014 by Breck’s parents. He was a boy from Caterham, 
who was tragically killed after being groomed by an adult he met online while playing 
video games.   
 
Please be assured that the content in the session will be suitable for Year 6 children. The 
class teachers will be present for the workshop to support the children in their 
understanding and answer any questions.
