In Geography, we will study the Amazon Basin, which is the region of South America
drained by the Amazon River and the Amazon Rainforest, including how it is
changing and how that affects us. We will also learn about the wider country of
Brazil in which most of the Amazon rainforest is located. In Science, we will learn
about the life cycle of plants and animals, including looking at the work of David
Attenborough. We will also look at what is involved in growing our own plants. In DT,
we will design and make an item made from textiles for an explorer. We will be
doing some artwork based on animals/plants and describing animals in French.
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
