Maths  
 

There are lots of activities on the school website for children to 

continue practising their times tables and the 4 operations: 

addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. 
 

If you can, use the White Rose Website to learn about

They have a short video each day to watch and discuss, 

followed by questions for the children to try. Don’t worry if you 

cannot print the sheets, ask your child to explain how they 

would answer the question. Explaining verbally is just as 

important as written questions! 
 

I’ve uploaded a help sheet onto the website to help with 

explaining fractions; there are also lots of great websites and 

videos with advice if you’re stuck. 
 

Find ways of using fractions around the house. Can children 

cut toast into equal quarters? Can they half the amount of 

sweets in a bag? I’m sure you can think of others!

Topic – Rainforests 
Our new topic is learning all about the rainforests of the world. Read the 

60 second reads and do some internet research to find out: 

• Where are the rainforests? What are they called? 

• What is the climate like in a rainforest? 

• Who or what lives in rainforest areas? 

Create a project about the rainforest. This can be whatever you want to 

produce. It could be factfiles, stories, art work, modelling, anything at all! 

Art 
As part of your project, create something artistic about an animal that 

lives in the rainforests. There is information on the school website about the 

animals who live there. Remember to share them with me on Class Dojo! 

Challenge! 

Can you combine Science, Topic and Art skills and create a shadow picture of animals  

who live in the rainforest? 
 

You could do this outside in the sunshine or in the house with a light source such as a lamp  

or torch. Send your pictures on Class Dojo, I can’t wait to see them! 

Science - Light 

In this topic children learn about different light sources and that we 

need light to see. You could carry out some investigations at home to 

discover more about light and dark.  

• Set up some feely bags with different objects inside 

• Create a shadow puppet show 

• Find out what happens when you look at something in a mirror or 

through a glass of water.
