Invite your child to colour in the accompanying illustration and to write or draw on the back how they will try to live
their lives as God wants them to in the coming week.

At our baptism we are given a name. You could spend time writing out their names on labels to wear, or simply
calling their names out as a celebration of their unique place in God's family.
