The small packet has ½ the number in 
the medium packet. The large packet has 25 more tissues than the medium packet.  
There are 75 tissues in the large packet. How many are there in the small packet? 

11. On a school trip one third of the children go to the zoo and of the  
remaining children ½ go to the museum. The other 30 children make a film in school.  
How many children are there altogether? 

12. I’m thinking of a 3-digit number less than 500. My number is a multiple of 5.  
Double my number is a multiple of 50. What could my number be? 
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
