Writing Task

Key learning ideas: 

• Add and subtract two single digit numbers 

• Add and subtract a single digit to/from a 2 digit number 

• Add and subtract multiples of 10 to/from a 2 digit number 

• Add and subtract two 2 digit numbers 

 

Remind yourself how to add and subtract. Use the addition and subtraction workbook to practise these skills. There are additional problems on 

the Maths challenge cards if you would like to try something a bit harder/ challenge yourself!
