Universal Church - World The Communion of Saints

In the last lesson, you heard about Eric and the kindness he shows his 
family. He is part of the worldwide community we all belong to.  

Christians, whether they are living on earth or in heaven, belong to what 
is called the Communion of Saints. Communion means to belong together 
and saints are those who follow God’s way. They show us something 
about God. They may be kind, generous, loving, faithful, forgiving and 
caring. 

In the first letter of Saint John, he 
offers some ideas about how we 
can all become a bit more like 
God, a saint. 

We are all called to be saints and 
there are some people who are 
given the special title of saint 
because of the life they have led. 

Which saints do you know about?

Task: 

Research a saint you have heard of. Use IT or 
create a poster by hand. Try to include key details 
about their lives and beliefs, as well as how they 
were a saint.

Download the PowerPoint form the school website of 
Pope Benedict XVI’s Big Assembly.  

Read the PowerPoint and discuss these questions with 
an adult: 

•Does anything surprise you? 

•What do you like about it? 

•What are the qualities you see in others that you 
would most like to have yourself? 

•What kind of person would you really like to be? 

•How did Sorcha use money for a good purpose? 

•How can you become holy, as the Pope suggests 
you can?

Task: 

Create a collage, poster or write a guide about 
“Living a Saintly life.” You could include pictures, 
drawings, poems, prayers, information about recent 
events, etc.



Universal Church - World Oscar Romero - a recent martyr showing us what God is like.

Where is El Salvador? Can you find it on a map? 

Today, you are going to find out about Oscar 
Romero, who was a martyr. Martyrs are people 
who dies for what they believe. 

Download the PowerPoint about Oscar Romero 
from the school website and then discuss the 
following questions with an adult: 

•What made Oscar Romero extraordinary?  

•Why do we call Oscar Romero a martyr? 

•Why does CAFOD look to Oscar Romero as an 
example? 

•How does Romero’s story help to show us what 
God is like?

Task: 

Design a cross to celebrate Saint Oscar Romero’s life. Try to include the things you liked most about him and make it 
colourful!

Nitu’s story 

Download and read through the PowerPoint from the school 
website about Nitu, then read the scripture on and discuss 
the questions. 

If you look at a box of chocolates, although each one looks 
and tastes different, they all contribute to the whole package 
- just as we all have a place in this world and we rely on one 
another. 

•What impressed you the most about Nitu? 

•How does she show what God is like? 

•What do you think keeps her cheerful? 

•Paul says we are all different. How might people be 
different from one another? 

•Why is it good to be different? 

•How can you live your daily life really well?

Task: 

Share your gifts through a medium of your choice. You could create a piece of art, write, dance, sing, make music. Remember to take a 
photograph and share on Class Dojo!

There are many different gifts. There are all sorts of things to be done for others. God gives us 
each different gifts. Some are wise; some can explain things well; some can make people better; 
some can make people happy. It’s like your body. Different parts have a different job to do. Each 
part is different and important. Your body needs all the parts to work together. You need a head 
to think, eyes to see, hands to hold, feet to walk, ears to hear. If your whole body was just an 
eye, how would you hear anything? If your whole body was just an ear, how would you smell 
anything? Each part is put there by God for a special purpose. Just as each gift is given to us by 
God for us to use, we need one another so that everything that needs to be done is done. (1 
Corinthians 12:4-30, adapted)

Universal Church - World Martin Luther King - Showing the love of Jesus in his life and actions.

Spend some time finding out about the life of Dr Martin 
Luther King.

His work was very successful because it was based on 
how the friends of Jesus would act. Like Jesus, he told 
people to love their enemies. Martin’s message to those 
who hated him and made him suffer was that no matter 
what they did to him he would continue to love them. 

When he was shot dead, thousands of people went to his 
funeral and remembered how Martin showed the power 
of Jesus’ love in his life and actions. 

How could Martin Luther King’s example help you?
