How To Read The Progression Map

The Language Angels Progression Map shows how pupil foreign language learning
across each of the key skills of SPEAKING, LISTENING, READING, WRITING and
GRAMMAR progresses within each Language Angels Teaching Type. It also shows
how the level of learning and progression of each pupil is increased as pupils move
across each subsequently more challenging Language Angels Teaching Type from

Early Language to Intermediate and on to Progressive.
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It is a visual demonstration of the progression that takes place in each of the key
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language learning skills in TWO ways:

1. WITHIN a Teaching Type

2. ACROSS each Teaching Type.

Progression WITHIN a Teaching Type is demonstrated by the downward pointing
arrows in the Progression Map. These show how each skill develops and increases in
level of challenge WITHIN a Teaching Type. This effectively shows how each skill is

developed within each primary school year.
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Progression ACROSS a Teaching Type is demonstrated by the arrows pointing to the
right in the Progression Map. These show how each skill develops and increases in
level of challenge ACROSS a Teaching Type. This effectively shows how each skill is

developed as pupils move through the various primary school years.



Pupils start to speak in the forekgn language and
waork on bullding up their memony skills. Puplls
will repeat & then recall from mermaony with good
pronunciation and high accuracy a vanety of
nicane & articles (approx 5 per lesson) from
tepics such as “Animals’, ‘Musical Instrurments’,

Pupils will also bulld up a bank of core
wocabulary that they can relate to and re-use in
the foreign language, thus helping develop their
remary and retention skills so puplls can retain

We begin to
miove from single words to shoet, siniple phrases,

Pupils build up & langer bank of spoken
viscabalary. Pupll memory skills are maore
developed <o the guantity of nouns that can be
taught in & lesson with the expectation pupdls
will be able to recall and re-use them can be
increased, Nowns will always be tawght with the
appropriate definite, indefinite and/or partitive
articles. Pupils will be able 1o recall and recycle
more spoken target language easler, more
quickly and with greater accuracy.

Pupils further thelr knowledge by learming how
I create longer and more complex spoken
sentences within a tophe. Pupils learm how to wse
scaffolds and reference materials to improve
their range of spoken vocabulary. We mowe away
fram learning and recalling just nouns and
articles and move towards develaping and
learning short spoken sentencas with accurate
promuncliation, retention and recall. Pupils leam
1o include verbs, adjecthves and conjunctions in
their spoken sentences. They will also create
longer spoken sentences using first person verb
compuegations ANMD will also leam to accurately
use conjunctions and adjectives by the end of a
sequence of lescons in & unit. Pupils will wwe
thess more expandsd speaking strectures in
units including: 'Pets’, ‘Family’, ‘My Home',
‘Habitats', ‘Romans’, 'The Date’, The Weather',

‘Clothes’ etc. ‘

PROGRESSIVE TEACHING TYPE

Pupils develop spoken fluency further by
increasing the amount of language they attempt
to wse and focus an the accuracy of their
promunclation. We move away from simply
learming lists of nowns and articles in lessons so
that the bank of known language is much langer
and more sophisticated. We also focus on puplls’
ability to recall language with ease and accuracy,
recalling chunks of appropriate language rather
than simiply just nowns with their appropriate

articles.

Pupils speak with improved fluency and ease
using full semtences (from memony) on a wider
varety of tophcs. Puplls learn to manpulate
lamguage and leam that language is transferable
frarm togic to togde. This, b turn, enables them to
express mone personalised ideas and meaning.
Pupils will aleo start 1o be able 1o move from
cpeaking in the 1% person singular (speaking
about themsehes) to 3™ person singular
(speaking about someone else) or 3™ person
plural (speaking about groups of other people).
This expansion of spoken tasks takes placs in a
nurnber of our Progressive units including: 'At
School’, ‘The Weskend', ‘Me in the Warld',
‘Healthy Lifestyles’, The Planets”, "WWIL.
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Teachers will ensure that puplls are also exposed

to key spoken evenyday useful and relevant
language. Key salutations such as: “helia’ and

"‘goodbye’ along with basic phrases and replies
inchuding: 'how are you#, T am fine', ‘pleass’ and

Pupils will engage in short, simple spokean tasks
using suppored shom conversation scaffolds
and role play activities. Pupils will leam to bath
ask and answer a vanety of simple key questions
in the target language: What 5 your name?’ "y
marms s "How old are you? ' am _ years old.’

Pupils continue to be exposed o core
wocabulary T improwe oral fluency and facilitate
gubcker and mone acowrate recall of the cone
language cowerad in Early Landguage units. Pupils
will develop and expand upon the spoken
phrases they use regarding: personal details
iname, age, where [ lve), colours, months of the
yaar, days of the week atc. The use of familiar,
koy everyday relevant language should nos be
standand practice in lessons. Spoken flusncy,
accuracy and recall of key language should now
be very good and use of these phrases should
be standard practice in lessons. Key spoken
language phrases include: ‘hello’, ‘'goodbys’, “my
name 5_.", T am ... years old’, I live in., ‘How are
you®, Tam well’, please’, ‘thank you'.

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Pupils engage in longer comversations on a
risch wider range of topics. They will be able to
accurately and easily use transferable language
along with the new vocabulary they leam in our
Progressive units. They will be able to recall key
regular and irregular verbs, adjectives and
conjpunctions and use them accurately in
differant Progrescive units including: "At School’,
The Weekend', 'Me in the Waorld', "Healthy
Lifestyles’, ‘The Planets’, "WWIT', 'Habitats'.

Pupils continue to explore, undarstand and
irirmic the patterns of sound and language by
repeating and possibly leaming / recalling from
memory songs and raps. Pupdls are also
encouraged to pronounce and recite the short
poerms and riwmes provided in the ‘Phonetics'
unit

PROGRESSIVE TEACHING TYPE

Pupils can quickly and easily use and give a
variety of positive and negative opinions in
spoken form. They also leam wocabulary skills
that will enable them to include a justification for
thedr apinion in wits incleding At School and
“The Weekend'.

Pupils continwes to explore, understand and
riufrmic the pattemns of sound and language. We
hope that pupils will be willing to attempt to
pronounce unknovwn words they see in the
target language by applying the speaking and
promunciation knowledge they have loamt up 1o
this point.
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Pupils learn to gist read by "hunting” for
key words in a sentence and by circling
key nouns and articles in word puzzles
and word searches. Pupils learn to
identify cognates (words that are similar
in English and the foreign language) and
start to learn how to decode written text
they are presented with. This takes place
in many Early Language units and also
some Creative Curriculum units that
contain shightly more text, as in our
‘Ancient Britain' unit

READING

Pupils move on to reading short
passages of text based on the units they
are studying. They will be able ta
understand most of what they read.
They will learn how to decode passages
of text they are presented with by
’ finding the language they are familiar
with, applying their knowledge to
language they are less familiar with and
learning to use a dictionary to
understand language that is new to

them.

Pupils improve and develop their
reading skills further by tackling and
understanding longer passages of
written text in the foreign language for
each Intermediate Teaching unit. By
using familiar story telling units
('‘Goldilocks & The Three Bears') and
Creative Curriculum units ('Habitats',
‘The Romans’, The Olympics’), pupils are
exposed to a wider range of language
and more challenging reading exercises.
By completing the reading tasks
provided in our Intermediate Teaching
units pupils will develop and progress
their foreign language reading ability
and skills.

PROGRESSIVE TEACHING TYPE

Pupils read longer, more authentic
passages of text. The units taught
contain longer passages of text with
rmore unfamiliar language and covering
a wider range of themes. Pupils will
become more confident in their ability
to decode text they read using a
dictionary for language they are less
familiar with if necessary. Units such as
‘Me in the World', "WWII', ‘The Planets’,
The Olympics’ and The Vikings' feature
extended passages of foreign language
text for pupils to read and decode.

¥

Pupils will now be able to read age-
appropriate passages of much longer
authentic foreign language written text
and understand words and meaning
(even if only through gist
understanding). Learning and
progression in reading is evidenced by
pupils being able to complete reading
tasks in our Progressive Teaching units
containing more complicated and, at
times, unknown/unseen language from
other themes and topics.
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Pupils start to develop their writing skills in the
foreign language by filling in missing letters with
relative accuracy for vocabulary tawght im our Early
Language lessons [predominantly mouns and
articles). Extra challenge writing acthities are
prowvided in some Early Language units where
pujpils are encouraged o atternpt to spell and
wiite some simple words and vocabulary from

WRITING

Pupils start to attempt to write a short simple
sentence with an article, noun and verb. They do
this a5 a supported activity (possibly wsing a word
bank and not always being able to do this from
rmemony L The sort of sentences they will be taught
o write includs: "My name is...", 1 play the plano_.’,
1 like strawberries’ etc

Pupil will now be able to start writing full
sentences with increased ease and improved
aocwracy. The sentences will be based on language
aind worabalary taught in owr Intermediate
Teaching units. Sentences will includs the comract
use nouns, articles and verbs. Pupils are expected
to have developed thelr writing skills beyond
simple noun level to being able to construct basic
sentences and shor simple phrases. Pupils will
create and write their sentences with the aid of
wiord banks and not necessarly spelling all words
from memory.

Pupils {following clear instructions) will be able to
write a short text or emall in the foreign language
applying their knowledge of correct word order in
the foreign language. They are also expected 1o
emsune grammatical acouracy and awaraness in
their written work, such as the spelling changes
required based on the gender and plurality of
nouns and the assoclated rules of accurate
adjectival agreement. Pupdls |eam to write about
themselves in more detall using full sentences.
They recycle previous knowledge and build on this
using mew wocabulary from toples such as: "Family’,
'‘Pets’, 'My Home', 'Clothes’ and 'The Date’. For
example; “My mame is Peter. [ am % years old and 1
[ im Livenpool. [ hawe a dog called Fido bt [ do
not have a cat. | have a brother but [ do not have
amy sisters” etc. Completing these maone
challemging written tasks provides evidence of
pupdl progression in their writing skills. Pupils also
learn how to write positive and negative
staterments. Example: How to wiite 'In my pencil
case | have a pen' and then change this written
phraze to In iy pencll case [ do not have 3

pencil. ‘

PROGRESSIVE TEACHING TYPE

Pupils will now be able 1o wiite longer passages of
farelgn language text including mnowns, articles and
werbs but also now adding adjectives, opinions
and justifications. Pupils will create and write their
seniences with the ald of word banks and mot

mecessarily spelling all words from memony.

Pupils are taught how to make their written work
more Interesting, authentic and sophisticated by
using a greater variety of conjunctions, oplnions
and justifications. Using topics such as “At School’,
The Weskend', ‘Me In the Word' and "Healthy
Lifestyles’ we use a variety of writing tasks and
activities encouraging puplks to create miultiple
sentences with greater eace and fluency and then
joining these together 1o make longer passages of
acowrate and authentic forelgn language text. In
our Progressive Teaching units we encouwrage
pupils to produce their writben work from memony
with support and practice over tme. Completion
of the varous written tasks provided in our
Progressive Teaching units will evidence the
learning and progression papils are making in
developing thedr writing skills.

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WRITING

Pupdls ane encouraged to challenge themselves in
their forebgn language leaming. This includes,
amongst other linguistic challenges, attempting
translations. The ability to translate from the
forelgn language into English (s an important
writing skill. Owr Early Language Teaching units
teach pupils how to translate simple nouns amnd
articles from the forelgn language into English
with high accuracy and also from English into the
forelgn language with good accuracy.

In Intermediate Teaching units pupils are
encouraged to use a dictionary 1o double check
the spelling and meaning of new of unknown
lamguags to be used in their wiitten tasks

Intermediate Teaching units entourage pupds to
create written sentences wsing 1% & possibly 37
person singular form and 1" & possibly 3™ person
plural ferm Incorporating a wider varisty of
cornmon weris. Examples: 'He is callsd ', “she is
called ", ‘they are called..” eic.

Cwar Intermediate Teaching units require pupils to
tramglate short sentences from the foregn
lamguaae into Englich with high accuracy and also
frorm Emglish into the forelgn language. We alsao
teach pupils how to star to we a dictionary to
irmprove their knowledge of genders when
infroduced to unknown nouns. Being able to use a
dictionary also helps to improve general
knowiledge of vecabulary and expands the genearal
knowledge of the language we teach in our units.
Examples: Looking up other animals/pets, ather
rooms of the house, ather conjunctions
connectives aic

In Progressive Teaching units pupils showld b able
to use a dictionary with more ease and frequency
1o double check speliing or research language o
b used in their written tasks,

Pupils showld mow be able to write from memony
about themssbees and others (using both 1
person and 3™ person format) incorporating a
greater vanely of verbs (both regular and
irregular). Ouwr Progressive “Regular Verbs' and
Trregular Werbs' units help pupils beiter
understand pronouns and what a fully conjugated
werb books like in the forelgn language.

Translating longer sentences and short passages
from the forelgn language into English with high
acowracy and from English into the forelgn
language with good accuracy & required in our
Progressive Teaching units. Pupils are expected to
use sound grammatical knowledge and wse a
dicticnary to confirrn the gender and plurality of
mouns, the wse and spelling of the different
articles, correct use and spelling of possessives,
adjectival agreement and both regular and

» imegular werd conjugations. Some puplls may also

start to use their transferable language skills and a
dictionary to translate age-appropriate simple
passaqes from ather toplos not covernsd in dlass.
Pupils are encouraged to combine old and new
language to dermonstrate the development and
progression of their grammatical awareness and
wiriting skills. Pupdls leam to describe people,
places and feelings in written form (perhaps using
midel answers for support) in detail and with kigh
accuracy though units such as ‘At School’, ‘The
‘Weekend' and The Wikings
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To understand the concept of gender.

To start to understand the concept of
nouns and articles.

To have better knowledge & recall of 1st
person singular of high frequency verbs
such as [ am, [ have, [ live, 1 am called, 1

play.

To understand better the use of the
possessives, first person and possibly
other forms too.

To understand better the concept of
adjectives. That adjectives change
depending on the gender and plurality
of the noun.

To learn ow to use conjunctions /
Connectives. Improving sentence
structure and length by learning to use
simple conjunctions like "and” and “but”.

To understand better the use of the
negative form. How to change
something from the positive into the
negative. | have, I don't have. In my
pencil there is. In my pencil case there is
ot

To introduce the concept of whole
reqular verb conjugation using units like
Clothes where the students will explore

the verb to wear.

PROGRESSIVE TEACHING TYPE

To be taught how to use opinions and
justifications. Learning to give a variety
of positive and negative opinions in
units such as School. What subjects they
like or do not like but also explaining
WHY.

Pupils will be introduced to the concept
of whole irmegular verb conjugation.
Using units such as School to explore to
verb to go but also exploring other
verbs like to have and to be in the

irreqular verb unit.
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
