Ideas to support your child 

 Work with your child to make sure they are 
confident in counting  to 50 and beyond if 
appropriate, and also in writing the        
numerals. 

 Practise counting in 2s and then 5s. 
 Pick up objects and compare how heavy 

they are: ‘The stone is heavier than the 
pencil’. 

 Let your child use a ruler to measure 
household objects. 

 Encourage your child explore capacity by 
giving them containers of different sizes 
and letting them pour water between    
containers (in the bath is ideal).
