What is Sports Premium?

Schools have a crucial role in supporting all children and young people to live healthy active lives. The Government has allocated funding to ensure that schools are able to provide quality Physical Education (PE).

The aim is to:
•	develop and improve the PE and sports activities within the school
•	build capacity and capability within schools, to ensure that the quality of PE related services have a long-term positive impact on children and young people

Schools have the freedom to choose how the money is spent and can tailor the funding to the specific needs of the schools as and when identified. Some examples of uses may include:
•	Providing staff with professional development, mentoring, training and resources to help them teach PE and sport more effectively. •	Hiring qualified sports coaches to work with teachers to enhance and increase opportunities.
•	Embedding physical activity into the school day through active travel to and from school, active playgrounds and active teaching.
•	Supporting and involving the least active children by providing targeted activities within the school and informing parents of further opportunities available.
•	Introduction of new sports, dance or other activities to encourage more pupils to take up sport and physical activities. •	Extending school sports and holiday clubs.
