Our milk in school will be supplied by Embleton Hall Dairies, Durham. Embleton Hall “passionately believe
that food should be as fresh as possible and travel as little as possible before reaching your plate. That’s
why most of our milk comes from local milk suppliers, who we know and trust and who work to the highest
standards of animal welfare.”

The cost of Milk in school per term is £11.00 (this works out at around £1 per week).

Children who are entitled to means tested free school meals will receive milk for free. Children who are
under 5 years old will receive milk for free. Please note that milk IS NOT part of the infant universal free
school meals policy.

January. Please note this is a hard deadline and numbers cannot be changed after this date until the
Summer Term.
