LITERACY Children learn to:

Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge.

Know that information can be retrieved from non-fiction books to answer questions about where, who, why and how?
Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters.

Begin to write simple sentences.

Pupils learn to write some irregular common words (tricky words).
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MATHEMATICS Children learn to:
e Verbally count past 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system.

e Have a deep understanding of numbers to 10, including the composition of each number.

e Compare quantities up to 10 in different contexts, recognising when one quantity is greater than, less than or the same as the other quantity.

e In practical activities and discussion, they use the vocabulary involved in adding. Pupils find the total number of items in two groups by counting all
of them.

e Automatically recall number bonds up to 5.

UNDERSTANDING the Children learn to:
WORLD e Know some similarities and differences between different religions and cultural communities in this country.

e Explain some similarities between life in this country and life in different countries, drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts,
parents’presentations and (when appropriate) maps.

e Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants.

e Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and
what has been read/presented in class.

e Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons (spring).
