Class 2 Trip to the Liverpool Museum 
 

As part of this term’s topic covering Dinosaurs, we will be visiting the Liverpool Museum on 2nd October.   
 The workshop session will be ‘What’s that Dinosaur’. 
 

The pupils find out about the characteristics of dinosaurs and where their fossilised remains were found. 
They will also explore the Mesozoic era looking at the changing climate, adaptations for dinosaur survival, 
biodiversity of dinosaurs and the parallel evolution of other types of animals and plants. 

 
The children will be travelling to Liverpool by Minibus.  Children must be in school on time as we will be 

leaving shortly after registration. We plan on leaving Liverpool at approx 2pm, we should arrive back at school at 
approx 3.00pm, but we will be traffic dependant. School uniform must be worn.
