This trip has been booked in conjunction with a Real History Tudor Workshop which will be held in school on 
Tuesday 7th April. 
 
 At Towneley Hall the children will tour the house with costumed interpreters, looking at different lives 
lived by the rich and poor. Pupils will be able to handle replica objects from the period and learn a Tudor 
dance! The Tudor workshop will enable the children to dress in Tudor period costumes and act out a typical 
Tudor day. 
 
 For the Towneley Hall visit children must be in school on time, in uniform, as the minibuses will be 
leaving promptly at 9.15am, we will return at approx 3.00pm.   Packed lunches will be provided by the school 
kitchen for children entitled to free school meals, all other pupils will need to bring their own packed lunch, in 
a named plastic bag. (Travel sickness tablets should be given to children before coming to school, and a return 
journey tablet given to the teacher).
