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Our first topic is ‘Why did Jesus welcome everyone?’ and this unit will give the children an understanding of the miracles Jesus performed and what this tells us about his behaviour. This will be linked with our Christian Value words and how this can impact on Christians in 2026. We will then move onto the celebration of Easter and the symbols used to give a deeper meaning. The children will be expected to question, discuss and debate issues throughout these units.  We will also be visiting a mosque to create interest and excitement so we can compare to other places of worship.  
English
Stories linked to our texts Traction Man and Machine Poems will be used throughout the term with emphasis being on the children writing in detailed sentences with conjunctions and descriptive detail. Writing will include extended stories, diary entries and character profiles. The children will be shown how to use question marks, commas and dialogue and will be expected to use them in their writing.  Children will also be looking at the structure of poems and how they can adapt these in their writing. Handwriting will be practiced daily and remains to be an important part of the literacy lesson. 


Maths.
This term we will be focusing on reading, writing and counting numbers up to 100/1000 and beyond. We will also be looking at place value for 2 and 3 digit numbers and then adding and subtracting numbers mentally. We are also going to be developing our multiplication and division facts for multiples of 2, 5 and 10. We will look at a range of units for measure and look at the position and movement of shape. Towards the end of term we will look at written methods and solving problems involving fractions, sharing, money and multiplying. 


			

						

ICT  
Children will develop the skill of presenting ideas in different ways. We will use the internet to research our topic theme. The children will be reminded about the school website and how they can use this at home. 
Red Rose Spellings
Children will focus on the spelling of Yr 2 common exception words, looking at word families and how this can help us spell words and words linked to our topics. This will take place daily and be linked to grammar and handwriting. This term we are looking at spelling rules for adding suffixes and other word endings. 
PE
The children will take part in PE on a Tuesday and Friday and will spend some weeks building their teamwork skills in adventurous trails. This will be followed by developing the skills needed to play a tactical game. The children will need to make sure they have a PE kit in school on these days so they can change in school.
