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Our first topic will be looking at ‘Ascension and Pentecost’ followed by ‘The Church’. These units will allow the children to explore what heaven could be like and what special features can be found in our church. These will be linked to our Christian value words. 
English
A true story about an amazing lady from Kenya called ‘Wangari Maathai’ will be used with emphasis being on the children writing in detailed sentences with conjunctions and descriptive detail while extending their facts. The children will be shown how to write non chronological reports and explanations. Their writing will need to include paragraphs, question marks and commas. Handwriting will be practiced daily and remains to be an important part of the literacy lesson. 


Maths.
This term we will be focusing on reading, writing and counting numbers up to 100/1000 and beyond. We will also be looking at place value for 2 and 3 digit numbers and then adding and subtracting numbers mentally. We are also going to be developing our multiplication and division facts for multiples of 2, 5, 10, 3 and 4. We will look at a range of units for measure and look at reading scales that are marked in 5’s and 10’s. Throughout the term we will be deciding which calculations are needed to solve a 2 step word problems.
