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Our first topic is Baptism, where we will look at our own Baptisms and what happened on that special day. We will learn about God through the promises and symbols of baptism. We will listen to the Bible story of when Jesus was baptised by John. Then the children will then look at how Muslims welcome a new born baby into the world. In Summer 2, the children will then explore what life was like when Jesus, God the Son, was alive on earth. We will talk about the human nature and experience of Jesus as he lived in the world at that time. We will then explore how Jesus was Jewish and build on our knowledge of Judaism.

English
We will be using the stories The Rabbit Problem, Peter Rabbit and Paddington Bear.  The children will record any unfamiliar words and language and secure meanings in a class dictionary. They will predict and make timelines of the months of the year. The children will look at how speech is used by the authors and use simple speech in their own writing. We will then research rabbits and produce an information piece.
Phonics will be taught daily and weaved into every lesson. Handwriting will be practiced daily and remains to be an important part of the literacy lesson. 


Maths
This term we will be learning about multiplication and division. The children will be counting in 2s, 5s and 10s and recognising equal groups. We will then look at doubles and make arrays. This will lead us onto fractions of shapes and quantities. We will recognise a half and a quarter of a given shape or number. 
The children will learn numbers up to 100 and understand what each number represents. We will then learn about money and the value of each coin/note. We will complete the year by learning about time.


			

						

ICT 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The children will look at ‘Animated Stories’ where they will learn how to add text, animation, sound effects and a background to a page to create an animated story. They will complete a unit on technology around us. The children will learn about technology in our local community and how it is used. They will record how technology is used outside of school. 
Phonics/Spellings 
Children will have daily phonics sessions where we will revise previously learnt sounds and learn new sounds to further our reading and writing. Children will learn new spelling rules each week along with tricky words and they will be expected to transfer these when reading and writing independently.  These are on our Year 1 page on the website, please look!
PE
The children will take part in PE on a Mondays and Thursdays. They will need to bring their PE kits in on a Monday morning. Our topics this term are fundamental movement skill of the overarm throw and rolling a ball. After half term, the children will do a variety of athletics activities and learn how to hit a ball.

Adventurous Afternoons 
Our topic the first half term is based around our texts The Rabbit Problem by Emily Gravett and The Tale of Peter Rabbit by Beatrix Potter. 

In Geography, we will be looking at the weather. We will identify different types of weather and understand the impact that the weather has on our everyday lives. In Art, we will be rolling paper to create sculptures, finishing in a huge spider sculpture. In DT, we will be looking and food and vegetables and making a healthy smoothie. In Science, we are learning about plants. We will be identifying and naming common wild and garden plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees. We will describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants. 

After half term our learning will be based on the text Paddington by Michael Bond. 

In History we will be researching the Great Fire of London.  We will identify why the fire started and spread and what impact this has had on us today. In D.T we will be designing and making a moving story book. We will identify whether a mechanism is a side-to-side slider or an up-and-down slider and determine what movement the mechanism will make.
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
