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RE 
 
The RE themes for this term are: 
 

• I am Special 

• Harvest 

• Special People

Communication and Language, Reading 
and Writing 

 
This term the children will look at books to identify the 
main features such as front & back covers, title, spine 
etc. We will work on identifying first names and begin 
to practise writing them.   Children will be encouraged 
to mark make around the classroom, using sounds 
correctly in their writing.  To develop speaking and 
listening skills the children will take part in listening 
games and circle time.   

 

Mathematics 
 
Children will take part in various counting activities – 
counting forwards, backwards, from a given number 
etc.  They will practise to count a group of objects 
using our clever counting tips.  This term the children 
will be working within numbers to 5, finding different 
ways to represent them.  They will also take part in 
sorting and matching activities and will be introduced 
to 2D shapes around the environment.  We follow the 
‘White Rose’ programme to deliver Mathematics. 

 

PE/Physical development 

 

PE will be on Wednesdays and Fridays.  Please 
provide a plain white t-shirt, navy or black shorts 
and trainers which are all named.  This term we 
will be concentrating on travelling, changing 
direction and finding spaces.   We will also 
complete activities/exercises to develop fine motor 
skills to enable children to improve their pencil 
control.    

 

Other Areas of the Curriculum 
Understanding the World - Our topics this term are ‘The Colour 

Monster’ and ‘Stick Man’. 
 
The Colour Monster– We will identify different emotions and feelings, and learn 
about our different body parts.  We will also explore how we are all special and 
have different families. 
 
 

Stick Man – We will identify and explore our senses, and learn about the seasons 
autumn and winter, and find out about Bonfire Night.    

 
Expressive arts and design   
All creative work will relate to our class themes.  The children will paint self 
portraits, exploring different art processes and techniques.  In music we will be 
taking part in number songs and ring games.  We will design and make Christmas 
decorations and various art work towards the end of term. 
 
Throughout the above topics the children will use appropriate information 

technology such as computers and programmable toys to support their learning. 
 
Our class charity is RSPCA, so the children will learn about the great job they do.
