Dear Parents, 

I write to give you final details of our Young Voices event at the Manchester A.O. Arena on Wednesday 7th February 2024. 
The children should come to school wearing their school t-shirt, school jumper/cardigan, school trousers/skirt and school shoes. Please bring their YV t-shirt or plain white t-shirt with them. They will put this on after they have eaten their dinner. We will be giving all the children a red waterproof coat to wear. They will leave their school t-shirt and school coat at school as the children will wear a red waterproof coat so that they are easily recognised. We have these in school and will give them out. Please send them back into school the next day. We will not be taking extra bags to the concert. 

Please also send your child with a substantial packed tea in a named carrier bag along with at least 3 drinks for the duration of the day/evening (Not fizzy drinks).

We will be setting off by coach straight after lunch at approximately 12.15 p.m.

Please note that video equipment is strictly prohibited within the arena.  You are allowed to take photographs.

As soon as we know which block our children are in, we will text you so that you are able to look out for us. (We are expecting this information before the actual day). I would advise that you let your child know what colour coat you will have on, if you are bringing a banner or a torch. The only time they get upset is when they cannot spot you in the crowd as you arrive. Try to make yourself noticeable for them!!
The event will finish at approximately 9.15 p.m. and we would hope to be on the coach by 9.45 p.m. Our estimated arrival time back at school is 10.45 p.m. Please ensure you are back at school to pick the children up at this time. You need to plan this carefully if you are attending the event. If you park in the arena car park, you are likely to get stuck after the concert and not make it back to school in time for picking up. In the past, other family members have come to pick children up from school. 
We are all very excited about this event and hope that family members and friends joining us there have a lovely time.
