Ongoing Verbal and graded assessment focussing on key skill 
descriptors. Assessment carried with child present and often with 
technique modelled to aid understanding of assessment grade. 
. Peer assessment. 
. End of unit assessment given based on KS3 level descriptors.

Spring 2

Insects Revisit drawing skills exploring: Proportion 
and tone. Focus on the exploration of  
pattern, texture and colour. 

Ability to control and appreciate proportion, 
tone and colour. Ability to create texture 
through mark making. 

. Ongoing Verbal and graded assessment focussing on key skill 
descriptors. Assessment carried with child present and often with 
technique modelled to aid understanding of assessment grade. 
. Peer assessment. 

Summer 1

design. 

Develop skills to create texture through use 
of pencil, pastel and collage Take 
drawing/design into collograph.
