Draw what your 
uniform will look 

like. 

What lessons are 
you looking 
forward to?  

Discuss what you 
will do if you get 
lost on your first 

day.  

Begin to think about 
your journey to 

secondary school. 
How will you get 
there? Will you 

walk? Go by bus? 
Draw a map of your 

journey. 

Have a look at 
your secondary 

school’s website. 

Write down any 
questions you want to 

ask, that your adults at 
home can’t answer. 

What lessons are 
you not looking 

forward to?
