Addressing Key Indicators 1 & 2,  all children engaged in active play for at least: 45 minutes in the case of Year 4-6; and, 60 minutes in the case of year 1-3, during breaktimes each day. 




Addressing Key Indicator 3, having designed an ambitious, sequenced and progressive curriculum, investing in the training of staff to bolster their confidence and extend their expertise has resulted in the delivery of high quality PE and Sport opportunities within and beyond the 2 hours of curricular PE.
	
Maintaining high quality and varied equipment proved to be the significant element that motivates children in this activity. Going forward we need to ensure that money is allocated, either from this grant or from school general funding to replace and up-date this equipment.

Increasing expertise among the staff has led to children developing their own expertise in exercise and sports. This is seen in improving engagement in informally organised games during breaktimes, such as football with referee, with adapted rules enjoyed by gender-mixed teams forming a league.

	All children meet their daily physical activity goal in school, with more children experiencing and being engaged in a wider range of sports and activities.






Children are introduced to basket ball through initial ‘hobby-sport’ experience. Those with aptitude and/or enthusiasm are invited to further masterclasses in the sport, before entering a competitive league.

To ensure sustainability, staff provided with time to pursue making their ‘everyday’ delivery of PE better than their average through
marginal gains that improve their teaching engagement of learners.

Children broaden their appreciation of what constitutes exercise, ‘hobby-sports’ and competitive sports, experiencing them as part of their curricular provision, compensating for the deficit in lived experience.
