Maths
Much of our number work this term will focus on
reading, partitioning, building, ordering three-digit
numbers, recognising the value of different digits
and to be able to solve problems which include
three-digit numbers will be important aspects of
our work.

In Class 7 we need to be working hard to learn our
multiplication and division tables. This half term
we will be learning our 3- and 6-times tables. We
will also be using our 5 times table linked to time.

This term we will be studying the three themes of
the Domestic Church (Homes). In Class 7 we will
approach these themes through the topics:

Homes — Types of homes and what makes a home
Reconciliation — Preparing for the Sacrament
Judaism— The synagogue and a special place for
prayer
The children will be encouraged to lead daily prayers
and liturgical prayer. We will start the year by
beginning our own class prayer book.

RSE/PSHE
For this term, we will focus on e-safety before
moving onto respecting our bodies.

English

Our main focus in English will be linked to our main topic and key texts. We will be studying the features
of each genre and using them to develop our own writing skills.

- Letter writing.
- Instructions and Explanations
- Poetry— Creating Images

There will continue to be a strong emphasis on accuracy in punctuation and use of correct grammar in all
written work. It is also important that handwriting is well formed and accurate.

Spellings: Your child will be given weekly spellings which they can practise at home using the look, write
check method. It is also useful to apply their spellings to sentences. Please encourage your children to learn
their weekly spellings at home.

Reading — MyOn & Renaissance: Every child has a login for MyOn and Renaissance, where they have been
allocated books that match their reading ability. Once they have completed a book, they can then complete
the comprehension quiz and gain points! We use MyOn in addition to the reading books they are allocated
in school.
