They will then move
onto learning about place value and rounding
numbers up to a million. Following this, we will
be learning about negative numbers and
converting between fractions, decimals and

percentages.
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We will begin the Summer term by learning about
the feast of Pentecost through our topic of
‘Transformation.” We will be learning about the
Holy Spirit and the work of St Paul. After this, we
will also be learning about ‘Freedom and
Responsibility’ and ‘Stewardship.’

English
Our first focus in English will be on the poem ‘Jabberwocky.” We will be learning about the features of

poetry and writing our own versions of this poem. The children will then rehearse and perform their
poems.

This term we will continue to refine our writing in both fiction and non-fiction. Other genres we will cover
include playscripts, sports report, non-chronological report, fables and a biography.

There will continue to be a strong emphasis on accuracy in punctuation and use of correct grammar in all
written work. It is also important that handwriting is well formed and accurate which we will practise
regularly. Please also find time to enjoy reading with your child at home and record this in your child’s
reading record.

Spellings: Your child will be given weekly spellings which they can practise at home using the look, write
check method. It is also useful to apply their spellings to sentences.

Reading — MyOn & Renaissance: Every child has a login for MyOn and Renaissance, where they have
been allocated books that match their reading ability. Once they have completed a book, they can then
complete the comprehension quiz and gain points! We use MyOn in addition to the reading books they
are allocated in school.
