Week  1: Talk to the children about messages and their experience of passing on 
messages. Children think of different messages and how to pass them on. 

Week 2: Share the story of Jesus going back to his Father in Heaven, leaving his 
friends with a promise. Children write a postcard to a friend to pass on the 
message of Jesus’ promise, using the template below. 

Week 3: Share the story of Pentecost Day. Just as the Holy Spirit gave Jesus’ 
fiends the courage to spread the Good News of God’s love, the Holy Spirit helps 
Christians today. Children design a poster showing how Christians spread the 
good news of God’s love, using a template below. 

Week 4: Celebrate what you have learnt with a simple liturgy
