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Focus: Aspirations
Discussion with KS2
1. What do the adults at St. Joseph’s want for each of you?

· “You want us to dream big”
· “You want us to have a job when we are older and be successful.”

2. How do we encourage you to dream big?

· “We are taught to be resilient and not give up if things are difficult.”
· “We have lots of visitors from different careers come into school”
· “The visitors inspire us and teach us how we will achieve certain careers.”
· “We are taught about different careers in lessons, like when we learnt about the life cycle of a human in science, we learnt about midwifery.”
· “We are taught about British Values, so we learn to be tolerant and respectful towards others which we will need as we grow up”
· “British Values teach us abut the law, so we know how to follow it, so we don’t get into trouble or lose our job.”
· “We have visits from universities so now we know what university actually is”

3. Who wants to go to university?

· 40 out of 48 children said yes. 
· The remaining responded with:
· I want to go into the military, so I don’t need to go. I can join the army when I am 16.
· I want to own a business as soon as I can. I want to start with an ice cream van and then open a sweet shop. 
· I am going to take over the scaffolding business my family own. I don’t need to go to university for that. 
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
