Geography Subject Leader 
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Due to the nature of the Early Years Foundation Stage topics, coverage and skills are not pre-planned. Learning opportunities come from children’s abilities and 

interests. Guidance and skills are taken from the Development Matters Document under the heading Understanding the World. 

What does this look like is the Foundation Stage? 

• We look at and talk about where we live. 

• We learn that we live in Wrightington, which is in England. 

• We talk about different places that we visit eg the park, the beach, the farm, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences. 

• We explore maps and make our own maps (often linked to stories such as ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’). 

• We listen to stories which are set in different places, particularly different countries – this gives the opportunity to talk about how other countries are similar and 
different. 

• We explore different places through some of our enquiry (eg animals - explore the different places we might live; space – learn what it looks like, feels like, what you 
can see etc; (during Real PE) festivals/celebrations – learn about celebrations in other countries and this country eg Chinese New Year, Diwali, Eid).
