fonts and layout
• Decide on what genre your ‘extended writing’ element will be 
• Ask you parents to help you with research
• Go to the library and look on the internet

ON THE DAY
• Dress up as a person in your chosen job/career/vocation
• Bring everything in that you will need (we have some paper available 

for use)
• Draft, edit and produce one extended piece of writing in a genre of 

your choice
• Write/draw/make other things to reflect and inform others about your 

choice of future job
• What are you going to create - how will you present your project? 

(you will spend the day making and writing it).
