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How we collect workforce information
We collect workforce information via application forms at the start of your employment and in the
course of your employment through routine activities such as performance reviews.

Workforce data is essential for the performance of your contract and the schools’ operational use.
Whilst the majority of workforce information you provide to us is mandatory, some of it is requested
on a voluntary basis. In order to comply with the data protection legislation, we will inform you at
the point of whether you are required to provide certain personal information to us or if you have a
choice in this.

Categories of information
The categories of school workforce information that we collect, process, hold and share include:

e Personal information (such as name, employee or teacher number, contact details)

e Characteristics information (gender, age, ethnic group)

e Contract information (such as start dates, hours worked, post, roles and salary information)

e Work absence information (such as number of absences and reasons)

e (Qualifications (and, where relevant, subjects taught)

e Relevant medical and emergency contact information

e Payroll information (bank details and national insurance number)

e Video information captured by CCTV for security purposes

e Biometric information (connected to school meal purchases through the Biostore till
system).

Why we collect and use this information
We use school workforce data to:

e Enable the development of a comprehensive picture of the workforce and how it is deployed
e Inform the development of recruitment and retention policies

e Enable individuals to be paid

e Enable individuals health and safety

e Enable individuals personal development

e Meet our statutory requirements

Workforce data is essential for the school’s / local authority’s operational use. Whilst the majority of
personal information you provide to us is mandatory, some of it is requested on a voluntary basis. In
order to comply with UK GDPR, we will inform you at the point of collection, whether you are
required to provide certain information to us or if you have a choice in this.

The lawful basis on which we use this information

Under the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR), we collect and use selected workforce
information under the lawful basis of:
e Article 6(1)(b) performance of a contract - as we process your personal information as part
of your employment contract.
e Article 6(1)(c) legal obligation - where it is necessary to use your personal information to
comply with the law e.g. health & safety, HMRC returns.



We may on occasion use the lawful basis of:
o Article 6(1)(e) vital interests - where we need to protect an employee’s life e.g. the
emergency services.

When processing ‘special categories of personal data’ the Trust will engage an additional condition
from Article 9(2) of the UK GDPR. An example of this is when we collect and use biometric
information. We will process this under the lawful basis of:

e Article 6(1)(a) consent and Article 9(2)(a) explicit consent

How we store workforce data

We hold workforce data securely for the set amount of time shown in our data retention schedule.

We do not share information about our workforce with anyone without consent unless the law and
our policies allow us to do so.

Local authority

We are required to share information about our workforce members with our local authority (LA)
under section 5 of the Education (Supply of Information about the School Workforce) (England)
Regulations 2007 and amendments.

Department for Education (DfE)

The Department for Education (DfE) collects personal data from educational settings and local
authorities via various statutory data collections. We are required to share information about our
children and young people with the DfE for the purpose of those data collections, under section 5
of the Education (Supply of Information about the School Workforce) (England) Regulations 2007
and amendments.

All data is transferred securely and held by the DfE under a combination of software and hardware
controls which meet the current government security policy framework.
