 'It could be about anything at all... and be told in all sorts of ways - a funny story, an 
adventure story, a fairytale, a story full of unicorns, pancakes or porcupines... time travel, 
wizards or wands... rockets... rollercoasters... rabbits... whatever makes the writer happy.

 'It doesn't have to be a story in the conventional sense either - it could be a string of jokes to 
make people laugh or a little list of ideas to change the world for the better. The most 
important thing is that children feel joy and hope writing it, because that way their readers 
will too.’
