Humpty Words 
– These are high frequency words
- Words we read in books all the time

- We have to read them by sight!

4. Guided Reading 
– Group reading
- Children read the same book
- Every morning after phonics
- We will stamp your child’s home learning diary when they 

have read in guided reading  



5. How to support your child with reading

• Read at home everyday for 15minutes

• Ask lots of questions about what they have read

• Lots of encourage and praise 

• Play blending games e.g. can you get your b-a-g?

• Encourage your child to use their phonics and 
say the sounds in words
