Branch 1 - Creation & Covenant 
Aim – The children know the creation story and 
will understand the whole of Creation shows God’s 
love for us and we must take good care of it all. 
Branch 2 – Prophecy and promise 
Aim – The children will know the main parts of the 
nativity including the annunciation, the birth of 
Jesus and the shepherds visiting Jesus. 

Branch 3 - Galilee to Jerusalem 
Aim - The children will understand we celebrate 
Jesus’ birth at Christmas and that the kings brought 
him gifts. Jesus is God’s Son and came for 
everyone.  
Branch 4 - Desert to Garden 
Aim - The children will understand and talk about 
the season of Lent and Easter. They will know Jesus 
died on Good Friday and rose again on Easter 
Sunday.  

Branch 5 - To the Ends of the Earth. 
Aim - The children will understand that Pentecost 
celebrates the coming of the holy spirit. Pentecost 
is a special celebration in the Church and that 
Sunday is a special day for the Church to celebrate.  
Branch 6 - Dialogue and Encounter 
Aim - The children will listen to a simple life of St 
Peter and St Paul, friends of Jesus (linking to their 
feast day on June 29th.) They will also explore 
people’s faith in our community and why it is 
important to them.
