® Activity A Games Track
Find the pulse by copying a character in a nursery rhyme, imagining
a similar character or object and finding different ways to keep the
pulse.

 Activity B Copycat Rhythm
Copy basic rhythm patters of single words, building to short phrases
from the song/s.

 Activity C High and Low
Explore high and low using voices and sounds of characters in the
songs. Listen to high-pitched and low-pitched sounds on a
glockenspiel.

 Activity D Create Your Own Sounds
Invent a patter using one pitched note, keep the pulse throughout
with a single note and begin to create simple 2-note patterns to
accompany the song.
