e Data subject gives consent for one or more specific purposes.
e Processing is necessary to comply with the legal obligations of the controller.
e Processing is necessary for your legitimate interests or the legitimate interests of a third party.

This data can be viewed by authorised people on this website to:
e Improve the site by monitoring how you use it.
e Gather feedback to improve our services, for example our email alerts.
e Respond to any feedback you send us, if you’ve asked us to.
e Allow contact with users if requested through a form.
e Provide you with information about our services if you want it.

Where your data is stored
We store your data on secure servers held in the UK.

Keeping your data secure

Sending information over the internet is generally not completely secure, and we can’t guarantee the security of your
data while it’s in transit.

Any data you send is at your own risk.

To protect your data, we have data protection policies and procedures in place, including strong organisational and
technical measures, which are regularly reviewed. Further information can be found in our Data Protection Policy or
upon request.

Disclosing your information
In order for us to legally, effectively and efficiently function we are required to share data with appropriate third
parties.
e The Department for Education- to meet our legal obligations to share certain information.
e Our local authority — to meet our legal obligations to share certain information with it, such as details of
governors
e Suppliers and service providers —to enable them to provide the service we have contracted them for, such as
governor support and IT services
e Training centres and awarding bodies-in order to share information and feedback on your performance.
e Your families and representatives- such as in the event of an emergency
e Our auditors to ensure compliance with our legal obligations
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e Trade Unions and Professional Associations - to enable them to provide the service their members require
e Professional advisers and consultants - for us to develop our services and best provide our public service

e Employment & recruitment agencies and future employers - to support reference requests

e Police forces, courts, tribunals, security organisations- to create a secure workplace for all at the school.

Charities and voluntary organisations
We won’t share your information with any other organisations for marketing, market research or commercial
purposes, and we don’t pass on your details to other websites.

Data Protection Rights
Individuals have a right to make a ‘subject access request’ to gain access to personal information that the school holds
about them.
If you make a subject access request, and if we do hold information about you, we will:
e Give you a description of it
e Tell you why we are holding and processing it, and how long we will keep it for
e Explain where we got it from, if not from you
e Tell you who it has been, or will be, shared with
Let you know whether any automated decision-making is being applied to the data, and any consequences of
this
e NOT provide information where it compromises the privacy of others
e Give you a copy of the information in an intelligible form.

You may also have the right for your personal information to be transmitted electronically to another organisation in
certain circumstances.

In most cases, we will respond to subject access requests within 1 month, as required under data protection
legislation However, we are able to extend this period by up to 2 months for complex requests or exceptional
circumstances.

Your Other Rights regarding your Data
You may:
e Withdraw your consent to processing at any time (This only relates to data for which the school relies on
consent as a lawful basis for processing)
e Ask us to rectify, erase or restrict processing of your personal data, or object to the processing of it in certain
circumstances and where sufficient supporting evidence is supplied
e Prevent the use of your personal data for direct marketing
e Challenge processing which has been justified on the basis of public interest, official authority or legitimate
interests.
e Request a copy of agreements under which your personal data is transferred outside of the United Kingdom.
e Object to decisions based solely on automated decision making or profiling (decisions taken with no human
involvement, that might negatively affect you)
Request a cease to any processing that is likely to cause damage or distress
Be notified of a data breach in certain circumstances
Submit a complaint to the ICO
Ask for your personal data to be transferred to a third party in a structured, commonly used and machine-
readable format (in certain circumstances)
