Literacy 

Writing Focus: This half term we will continue our work on the novel ‘Carrie’s War’ by Nina 
Bawden. 
 
Reading: Comprehension exercises and reading sessions will continue to develop comprehension 
skills.  
 
Handwriting: In order to be considered working at the expected standard at the end of Year 6, 
children must be writing cursively.  We will continue to practise handwriting skills by following 
the Kingston Cursive Handwriting Programme. 
 
Grammar: Grammar is a key requirement for all primary age children and therefore is threaded 
throughout all lessons.  
 
Homework: Literacy homework will continue to be set on Tuesday and should be submitted on 
Thursday. 
 

Science – animals, including humans 

Our topic will be ‘Animals, including humans’, looking at body systems such as the circulatory

Other Curriculum Areas
