Commonication and Language Why?
We will be looking at lots of stories throvghoot the topic about how we are H )
onique and reading both fiction, poetry and non-fiction books. We will y GW -

encoorage the children to speak in foll sentences and think about what we

want to say about the topic. We will be introducing new vocabolary to the children and asking
them to vse this when commonicating with others. We will also be encouvraging the children to
become familiar with stories by listening to them repeatedly and vsing them in their play. We
will be looking at 'talk throvgh stories’ which encovrages lots of talking.

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Personal, social and emotional development

This half-term we will be focussing on classroom rovtines, roles and how to make friendships
with others. We will be looking at how each of vs is vnique and that it's okay to be different.
We will talk about what we are good at and what is special about vs. Finally, we will explore
good ways to build relationships.

Physical development

PE sessions will be on Wednesday's and Thorsday's. Please &
ensore your child has their PE kit in school as they will need to ': ) *’1 '
change into it at school. All earrings and jewellery will need to be taken out. M ‘i‘u‘,
We will be concentrating on developing our strength, balance and coordination o .. AA
and completing the topic body management. We will be learning how to

negotiate space and obstacles safely with consideration of themselves and others. We will
learn how to balance and retrieve objects.

Literacy

We will begin by looking at fiction stories about starting school. We will be practising writing
our names and exploring mark making in the areas aroond oor classroom. We will explore
story language and relate a range of stories to ovr families and ovrselves. We will begin
learning our phonics sounds focusing on recognising and writing phase 2 letter soonds. We
will begin to write short phrases to describe ovr homes and practice letter formation.

Mathematics

ln Maths we will begin by recognising and sorting colours. We will look at
colour patterns and how to create repeating patterns. We will be
matching objects including pairs and sorting objects into different grovps.
We will compare amounts and look at the vocabolary fewer' and 'more’.
We will look at size, mass and capacity and the vocabolary 'short’, tall’
'little’ and 'big’. We will look at the numbers 1.2 and 3 this half term in a variety of ways
including dot plates, counting with objects and making 3 in different ways.

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Understanding the world

This half term we will be looking at how we are vnigue individoals. We will learn
how we change and grow from a baby to an adolt. We will also think about what
we woold like to be when we grow vp. We will look at seasonal change and what
will change as Avtumn begins. We will look at family photos from the past and
compare them to photos today. We will be looking at different types of homes and the houses
we live in .

Expressive arts and desion

We will be vsing ovr creative skills to make lots of different
objects. We will be focusing on choosing particolar coloors for a
purpose and constrocting with a goal in mind. We will be creating
Aotomn crafts and focusing on drawing skills incloding creating oor
own self portraits and drawings of ovr family members.

READING

The children will be starting the Phonics and will be bringing home two &
reading books. One will be a book that matches their corrent phonic sound  F& 8 SSEZEAY
they are learning in school and the other book will be their phonetically

decodable story book.

Please read with your child daily. It doesn't need to be the whole book, 5 to 10 minvtes is
sufficient. Please sign the reading diary, this lets the teacher know they have been heard at
home. We encourage children to read and reread books to become fluent. Parents who
support their child with reading at home make more accelerated progress at school. Ensure
reading books are kept in your child's red reading bags, so we can listen to them read in class
daily. There will be a charge of £10.00 for any lost or damaged reading books.
