This is what we are focusing on in the 7 areos of learning over the next half term:

Commonication and Language

We will be looking at lots of new and exciting stories throvghout the topic and reading both th:)
fiction, poetry and non-fiction books. We will continve to encovrage children to speak in 4! y '
foll sentences and think about what we want to say about the svbject. We will be HGW’P
introducing new vocabolary to the children and asking them to ovse this when et
commonicating with others. We will begin to try and follow stories withovt pictures and

props and children will be encovraged to answer 'how' and ‘why' questions. We will also be
encouraging the children to become familiar with stories by listening to them repeatedly and vsing
them in their play.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

This half-term we will be focussing on celebrating differences. We will be looking at how each of vs
is unique and that it's okay to be different. We will talk about what we are good at and what is
special about vs. Finally, we will explore how we can stand vp for ovrselves without horting one
another.

Literacy

We will begin by focusing on celebrations. We will be writing lists, labelling objects and writing
captions. We will explore story language and look at the stroctore of a narrative. We will vse
props/puppets to retell the stories and create some of ovr own. We will explore rhymes and
continve a rhyming string. We will vse ovr phonic knowledge to write sentences and begin to vse
copital letters, foll stops and adding adjectives to make ovr sentences ‘wow.

Each week we will post videos of the sounds the children have learnt and how to pronounce them.
Yoor child will bring home flashcards to help them. Please support by practising these sounds and
previously tavght sounds with yoor child.

Mathematics

1 We will begin by looking at 2D shapes and their properties. We will investigate
Trlongle || _crde - how we can sort and classify shapes and explore non regolar shapes. We will vse

| s bretr, onderstanding position throogh words alone. We will continve to look at numbers

to 5. We will help the children to subitise first when enomerating grovps of vp to 4 or 5 objects, we
will encourage children to show a nomber of fingers ‘all at once’, withovt counting and link the
nomber symbol (numeral) with its cardinal nomber value. We will then move onto composition to 5.
We will also begin to look at the relationship between consecotive nombers; one more than/one
less than. Finally we will look at night and day, the days of the week and daily rovtines that we
follow.

Understanding the world

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Children will look at celebrations that take place in their lives and within the commonity wnerg they
live. We will explore how different celebrations are celebrated and the similarities and differences
between traditions. The children will make their own tree decorations and observe the changes
that occor. We will look at old and new Christmas decorations and vse the internet to find out
where Father Christmas lives. We will finish by reading and onderstanding the Christmas

Story and why it is soch an important time for Christians. m

Expressive arts and design

 We will be vsing ovr creative skills to make lots of different objects. We will be focusing
'~ on choosing particolar colours for a purpose and constrocting with a goal in mind. We
will be putting our music and dance skills to good vse for ovr Christmas production and
creating lots of art work linked to different celebrations.

READING

The children are now well vnderway with Phonics and will be bringing home two reading books.
One will be a book that matches their corrent phonic soond they are learning in school and the
other book will be their phonetically decodable story book.

Please read with yoor child daily. It doesn't need to be the whole book, 5 to 10 minutes is sufficient.
Please sign the reading diary, this lets the teacher know they have been heard at home. We
encourage children to read and reread books to become fluent. Parents who support their child
with reading at home make more accelerated progress at school. Ensure reading books are kept in
your child's red reading bags, so we can listen to them read in class There will be a charge of
£10.00 for any lost or damaged reading books.

Please ensure yoor child has a healthy and notritiovs packed lonch, if yoo do not wish them to have
a free school dinner.
