Phonics


At group time we continue to play lots of games from Letters and Sounds and are beginning to use the Read Write Inc programme. Children are beginning to understand that a letter represents a sound and we use the sound a letter makes and not the letter name e.g. a not A (A equals ay)





Maths


We are really pleased by how much the children have developed in their understanding of number and space, shape and measure.  They are joining in with counting games, they are learning to recite the days of the week and know what day it is.  We are now looking at patterns and identifying a repeating pattern.

We will be enjoying the many fun activities related to using our listening skills and practising our language.
