Maths


We will be looking at numbers to 20 (counting and writing, comparing, ordering, addition and subtraction, numbers to 50 (counting and writing, comparing, ordering), counting in 2s and 5s, length and height, weight and volume. We will be using a range of resources including tens frames, number lines and part whole models. 


Please help your child learn to count in 1s, 2s,and 5s.
