They seek to idenƟfy paƩerns in 
the measurements, which may lead to other invesƟ-
gaƟons in an effort to try to explain why a parƟcular 
paƩern occurred.

· Do all flowers have the same number of petals?  

· Do woodlice prefer dark or light places to live?  

· How much does your heart rate change when you do 
different exercises?  

· Do all stretchy materials stretch in the same way?  

· Are the oldest children in our school the tallest?
