Year 11 students have been working hard this term in preparation for their mock exams. As a 
reward, we are offering a trip to the Metro Centre on Friday 12 December. Students will also have 
the option to book a game of bowling. Any Art, DT or MFL mock exams for that day have been 
rearranged to enable all students to go on the trip. 
 
As not every student may want to participate in a game of bowling, therefore the trip has been split 
into two separate payments in the My Child At School (MCAS) app. 
 
Payment 1 The price of the coach transfers to and from the Metro Centre is £11.00. 
  If your child wishes to attend the Metro Centre only, please select Bus Only (£11). 
 
Payment 2 Bowling will cost £7.00 (this is in addition to the bus fare) 
  If your child would also like to go bowling, please select both trips and pay for  

each separately. 
 

Deadline for payment and consent forms: Monday 8 December. 
 
We will leave school at approximately 9.15am returning for 3.00pm in time for the school buses.  
Students do not need to wear school uniform on the trip.  Students should bring a packed lunch 
and a drink with them or they can purchase food at the Metro Centre.  For students in receipt of 
free school meals, packed lunches will be provided if requested. 
 
If you have not completed the 2025-26 annual indemnity consent form for school trips and 

activities, you must do so to enable your child to take part. You can do this by going to ‘parental 

consents’ in your MCAS account to provide consent for trips.  It is important that we hold the 

most up-to-date medical information for your child, please would you check your child’s MCAS 

information is accurate and current.
