	Autumn 1 (2025) – Weather Patterns

	· identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles.
· use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features, including: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather.

	Seasonal vs Daily Weather
To identify differences between seasonal and daily weather patterns, and observe and describe daily weather patterns.
	Chn consider differences between seasonal weather and daily weather in the UK, then either plan for recording daily weather using a diary or collect and sort words to describe typical UK weather during a given month.
	Can chn identify and describe expected weather types for the seasons? 
Can chn begin to distinguish between daily weather and seasonal weather? 
Can chn suggest how likely certain weather types are for each of the seasons?

	2
	Inland vs Coastal Weather
To describe how daily weather patterns change over time, and how weather may be different in inland/coastal areas
	Chn will look at simple pictograms of weather data for different regions of the UK. They will learn some ways in which weather differs between inland and coastal areas. They may then either complete weather pictograms, or draw and describe weather conditions in one or more UK regions
	Can chn begin to interpret weather data presented in simple tables and pictograms? 
Can chn predict how weather data might vary at different times of year? 
Can chn begin to identify some ways in which weather in inland and coastal areas in the United Kingdom often varies?

	3
	Forecasts
To identify ways in which we learn about the weather, then make predictions about the weather which are helpful.
	Chn will consider ways in which weather affects the clothes we wear and the things we do. They will also think about how weather forecasts help us. They may then either add weather symbols to a map or prepare and perform a weather forecast.
	Can chn interpret simple weather maps? 
Can chn add weather information to maps based on simple descriptions? 
Can chn draw upon their own knowledge of seasonal and recent daily weather to predict the next day's weather?

	4
	World Weather
To begin to find out about ways in which the weather during each season in equatorial and polar regions differs from the weather in the United Kingdom.
	Chn will study images and descriptions of an equatorial and a polar region and compare them to UK weather. They will learn basic differences between UK, polar and equatorial climates. They may then either draw and describe weather in different, given locations or talk to a visitor about weather in another part of the world.
	Can chn begin to identify ways in which weather in other parts of the world varies from our own? 
Can chn describe (in simple terms) ways in which the weather is different near the poles and equator? 
Can chn organise their ideas about weather conditions in a polar/equatorial location?

	5
	Equatorial Regions
To learn more about the way seasonal weather in an equatorial region is different to the weather in the UK.
	Focusing on ‘equatorial region’ of chn’s interest, chn will learn more about weather in equatorial regions, including that they may be not only hotter than the UK, but wetter, too. They may then undertake a range of quick activities where they consider how the weather in ‘equatorial region’ affects human behaviour.
	Can chn describe some typical weather conditions of an equatorial country? 
Can chn compare weather in the United Kingdom to that of an equatorial country? 
Can chn relate weather patterns to human activity (e.g. clothing, outdoor work)?

	6
	Polar Regions
To learn more about the way seasonal weather in a polar region is different to the weather in the United Kingdom.
	Focusing on a ‘polar region’ of chn interests - Chn will learn more about weather in that region, including that they experience periods of constant darkness/ daylight. They may then either draw picture diaries describing a typical day in a polar region, or create polar region art showing winter weather activities.
	Can chn begin to identify some aspects of human and physical geography that are affected by extreme weather in polar regions?
Can chn compare some of these aspects to similar ones in the United Kingdom?
Can chn draw or write to show what they have learned and understood about weather in polar regions?

	7
	Review Session – What have we learned?
To show what has been learned and understood about weather patterns in the United Kingdom and in places near the poles and equator.
	Chn will recap, discuss and synthesise what they have learned and understood about weather in the UK, near the poles and near the equator. They may then either complete self-evaluation sheets or create weather art to show what they have learned and understood.
	Can chn recall prior learning about weather patterns? Can chn show what they have understood by expressing their ideas in their own words/art work? 
Can chn evaluate their own learning about weather patterns?






	Autumn 2 (2025) – Let’s Explore London

	· name and locate the world's seven continents and five oceans.

	Where is London
To be able to locate London on a map and describe its location.

	Chn will start by looking at some clues to identify the location they will be studying, before learning to locate London on a world map and a map of the UK. They will identify London as the capital city of England and the UK, as well as identifying the other countries and capitals of the other three countries in the UK. They will also start to identify some features of London.
	Do chn know that London is the capital city of England and the UK? 
Do chn know that London is in Europe? 
Can chn identify where London is on a world map?

	2
	London Landmarks
To be able to identify and describe landmarks of London.
	Chn will get a peek at part of a London landmark to see if they can identify what it is, before finding out some more information about some of London’s most famous sights. They will learn some facts and history relating to these landmarks, and describe what they think of them.


	Can chn identify some different London landmarks?
Can chn describe some London landmarks?
Can chn find landmarks within an aerial photo of London?

	Moving Around a Map
To be able to use compass points and directional language to navigate between London landmarks.
	Chn will recap some of London’s most famous landmarks and identify them on a map. They will then learn how to use directional language to navigate between landmarks on a map, including using compass directions.



	Can chn use a map to identify and locate various landmarks?  
Can chn use compass points and positional language to navigate between points on a map? 
Can chn use a key to identify landmarks on a map?

	4
	Geographical Features
To be able to identify and describe a variety of geographical features in London.

	Chn will start by using geographical clues to see if they think a photo shows London or not. They will then find out about some of London’s key physical features, including hills, rivers, lakes, forests and parks



	Can chn identify a variety of geographical features?  
Can chn use their knowledge of the features of London to identify if a photo is of London or not? 
Can chn use and understand appropriate vocabulary to describe the geographical features of London?

	5
	Seasonal London
To explore seasonal weather patterns in London.
	Chn will start by using appropriate vocabulary to describe the weather, before finding out about the four seasons and the differences between them. Chn will then consider what London is like in each season and how weather patterns affect human activity.


	Can chn name the four seasons? 
Can chn describe the four seasons? 
Can chn suggest activities and events that might take place in London in each of the four seasons?

	Take a Trip
To be able to plan a trip to London.
	Chn will consolidate their understanding of these lessons by planning an imaginary trip to London. They will consider how they will get there, what they will need to wear for the season, what they will see and many other things. They will then describe their imaginary visit in a variety of ways.
	Can chn plan visits to key landmarks and features in London? 
Can chn use knowledge of the seasons to plan clothing and activities suitable for the season? 
Can chn describe what they think and feel about London?



	Spring 1 (2026) – Around the World

	France
To be able to locate Europe on a world map and identify some of its countries and features.
	Chn will name and identify the location of each of the seven continents of the world. Using an imaginary ‘Travel buddy’ chn set off on adventure around the world. Chn will identify that France is a country in Europe and identify some of its key features.
	Do chn know that the world is split into seven continents?
Can chn locate Europe on a world map? 
Can chn describe some of the geographical features and characteristics of France?

	China
To be able to locate Asia on a world map and explore the features and characteristics of China.
	Chn will recap where the seven continents are, focusing particularly on Asia. Then set off on their next journey with their ‘travel buddy’. They will identify and describe some of the key features and characteristics of China and recognise it as a country in the continent of Asia.
	Can chn locate Asia on a world map? 
Can chn identify China on a world map? 
Can chn identify and describe some of the features and characteristics of China?

	3
	Australia
To be able to locate Australia on a world map and identify some of its features and characteristics.
	Chn will recap where the seven continents are, noting that Australia is both the name of a continent and a country within that continent. They will identify and describe some of the key features and characteristics of Australia and express what they have found out in a variety of ways.
	Can chn locate Australia on a world map? 
Do chn know that Australia is a country and a continent? Can chn identify and describe some of the features and characteristics of Australia?

	4
	Africa
To be able to locate Africa on a world map and explore the features and characteristics of Kenya.
	Chn set off on the next journey with their ‘travel buddy’. Chn will identify the position of Africa on a world map and identify Kenya as a country within Africa. They will identify and describe some of the key characteristics and features of Kenya, as well as comparing urban and rural life.
	Can chn locate Africa on a world map? 
Can chn identify Kenya on a world map? 
Can chn identify and describe some of the features and characteristics of Kenya?

	5
	North America
To be able to identify North America on a world map and explore the characteristics and features of the USA.
	Chn identify the position of the USA on a world map and identify it as a country within North America. They will find out how it is organised into states and identify some of the major landmarks of the country, as well as looking at how 4th July is celebrated.
	Can chn locate North America on a world map? 
Can chn locate the United States of America on a world map? 
Can chn identify and describe some of the features and characteristics of the USA?

	South America
To be able to locate South America on a world map and explore the features and characteristics of Brazil.
	Chn will identify the location of South America on a world map and identify Brazil as a country within this continent. Your class will identify some key landmarks of Brazil before using pictures to identify a variety of geographical features, such as rivers and mountains.
	Can chn locate South America on a world map? 
Can chn locate Brazil on a world map? 
Can chn identify and describe some of the features and characteristics of Brazil?

	7
	Antarctica
To be able to locate Antarctica on a world map and identify some of its features and characteristics.
	Chn will identify Antarctica on a world map.
They will find out that it has no countries or people
living there, apart from researchers. They will explore
what these researchers do in Antarctica and find out
about some of the animals that live there. They can
then recap everything they have learnt about the
seven continents and some of the countries within
them.
	Can chn locate Antarctica on a world map? 
Can chn identify some of the characteristics and features of Antarctica? 
Can chn locate the seven continents of the world on a map and identify a country in each one?

	Comparing Town and Countryside
To understand the differences between a ‘town’ and the ‘countryside’ and use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to key human and physical features. 
	Compare images from the countryside and the city (The story of the Town Mouse and the Country Mouse) creating links with our own locality and experiences. Chn sort key features of the town, country and features that could belong to both into a Venn diagram. Discuss the lifestyle of living in both environments.


	Can chn name the differences between a ‘town’ and the ‘countryside’ using key words?

	The UK
To name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the UK and its surrounding seas.
	Recap with chn the 7 continents and 5 oceans, locating the UK and Europe. Looking at the UK discuss and locate the 4
country names, capital city names, country emblems and national flags.




	Do chn know that the United Kingdom is made up of different countries? 
Can chn name the countries and capital cities of the UK? Can chn identify the national flags of each of the countries of the UK?
Can chn locate the UK on maps or atlases?

	Up, Up and Away! Tour guides
To name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the UK and its surrounding seas. 
To use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features. 
 
	Revisit the facts learned about the Uk from the previous session and chn learn facts about each country. Using aerial photos locate some human and physical features across the UK and create a ‘hot air balloon’ tour using a journey line to track their route.
Present their journey to the class sharing their knowledge of the UK
	Do chn understand what an ‘aerial view’ shows?
Can chn identify some key human and physical features from an aerial map?
Can chn create a ‘journey line’ on a map? 
Can chn identify key features of the countries of the UK?
Can chn name facts about countries of the UK?

	Comparing Contrasting Cites
To understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom (London), and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country - 
Brasilia with London. 
	Chn compare and contrast the human and physical features of the two capital cities focusing on weather, transport, housing, places to visit/ tourism and physical features. Look at the location of Brasilia and London on a world map. Chn sort facts between Brasilia and London. 
	Can chn name some facts about London and Brasilia?
Can chn name some similarities and differences between London and Brasilia? 
Can they locate these on a map?

To be able to identify features and characteristics of the countries of the UK.
	Chn will recap the names and locations of each of the four countries of the UK and their capital cities. They will learn about some of the human and physical features of each country and identify the national flowers and flags.

Can chn identify some features and characteristics of the UK?

	4
	Our Town
To explore the town we live in.
	Chn will identify the difference between villages, towns and cities, and learn what the terms ‘urban’ and ‘rural’ mean. They will then locate their local area on a map and think about what kind of settlement they live in. They will then use different sources to explore their local area, using appropriate vocabulary to describe what it is like


	Do chn know the difference between a village, town and city?

Can chn use a variety of sources, including maps, to help them explore the local area?

To be able to describe where you live
	Chn will consolidate their understanding of where they live and extend this to thinking about the road and house their live in. They will learn what an address is and why it is useful, before working out what their own address is. They can then answer the question, ‘Where do I live?’ in detail using everything they have learnt.

To find out about British beaches.
	Chn will find out about the United Kingdom, the countries that it includes and its geographical location in the world. They will then talk about pictured British beaches, naming and locating human and physical features they can see

Can chn explain what the seaside is like?

	British Seas
To find out about British seas.
	Chn will discuss what an island is and think about what being an island means for the UK. They will use a compass rose to locate the seas around the UK, before finding out about some of the human activities that take place in them.



	Can chn identify physical and human features? 
Can chn explain what they can see? 
Can chn compare photos?

	We are Explorers
To use fieldwork skills to find out about a place
	Chn will look closely at a place, asking questions to find out more about it. They will put their fieldwork skills into practice when they visit a local area, or create tourist information documents for a beach of their choice.




	Can chn use observational skills to answer questions? 
Can chn ask questions about a place? 
Can chn share what they have learned?

	5
	Comparing British and World Beaches
To compare a British beach with one from another country
	Chn will compare British and non-British beaches. They will identify and discuss the different human and physical features of each beach. They will be challenged to work out if the beach is British and explain their reasoning. They will have the opportunity to say which beach they would prefer to visit and explain why



	Can chn compare two pictures?  
Can chn identify features of beaches? 
Can chn use observational skills to answer questions?

	Using a Compass
To use compass points to move around a map
	Chn will travel around the UK and the world using compass points. They will visit different coastal locations and think carefully about the route they took to get there. The chn will be encouraged to use the language north, south, east and west.
	Can chn use directional language? 
Do chn know what the four points of a compass are? 
Can chn describe how to get from one place to another using compass points?
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
