Intent
At St Nicholas design and technology will be fully inclusive to every child, from Early Years through to the end of Key Stage 2. Our intent is to fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for design and technology, ensure there is a progressive development of knowledge and skills, to teach children how to take risks and develop their innovation. Design and Technology encourages children to think creatively and develop resourcefulness in order to solve ‘everyday’ problems both as individuals and as members of a team. They are taught to analyse existing products, design a range of ideas, make a range of products and given opportunities to reflect upon and evaluate their own work. Our curriculum enables children to develop designing and making skills and develop skills for using a range of tools and materials safely and effectively.
Design and technology is an inspiring, rigorous and practical subject. Using creativity and imagination, pupils design and make products that solve real and relevant problems within a variety of contexts, considering their own and others’ needs, wants and values. They acquire a broad range of subject knowledge and draw on disciplines such as mathematics, science, engineering, computing and art. Pupils learn how to take risks, becoming resourceful, innovative, enterprising and capable citizens. Through the evaluation of past and present design and technology, they develop a critical understanding of its impact on daily life and the wider world.
