Now look closely at this reggae rhythm. Count to four with
a steady PULSE then try to clap on the 2" and 4" beats.
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Listen to ‘Three Little Birds’ again.

clap/stamp/play a pan or drum on the 2" and 4™ beats.
Concentrate remember to count 1234 to keep the PULSE.
When you get better at this you can say 1234 in your head.
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Pulse - a steady beat like a ticking clock or your heartbeat.

Rhythm - sounds and silences are put together to form patterns of
sound.

Syncopation - rhythm patterns where stressed notes are placed off
the beat.
