Role of the SENCO
The SENCO is responsible for:
1.  Overseeing the day-to-day operation of the school’s SEND policy.
2.  Liaising with the Designated Teacher for Looked After Children who have SEND.
3.  Advising teachers on implementing a graduated approach to SEND support.
4.  Guiding the effective use of the school’s delegated budget and resources to meet pupils’ needs.
5.  Working in partnership with parents/carers of pupils with SEND.
6.  Acting as a key point of contact for external agencies and professionals.
7.  Ensuring accurate and up-to-date records for all pupils with SEND.
8.  Collaborating with the Headteacher and Governors to ensure compliance with statutory responsibilities, including reasonable adjustments and access arrangements.
