Home learning

Homework will be sent home weekly as a physical sheet, which incorporates key learning across English and maths. Homework is to be handed in each Friday morn-
ing. Children have their own banded reading book and reading record. Please read regularly with your child and annotate their log. Books should be available each
day in school and will be changed when required. Reading Plus is an excellent interactive reading app which we have subscribed to. Two home sessions a week are
recommended. Half termly spellings have been set via Seesaw. They are assessed each Friday through a variety of tasks.
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
