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Aim:

The purpose of this policy is to ensure that children move seamlessly from one class to another or to be prepared for the transition to KS3 or specialist provision. As a result of this policy we will:- 
· Ensure class expectations are high and there is continuity of curriculum.

· Provide opportunities to build teacher /pupil or pupil/pupil relationships.

· Begin to build relationships with parents and carers.

· Cater for specific needs of children with medical, behavioural or SEND needs.

· Liaise with all parties to ensure effective and purposeful communication.

As a result, pupils are happy to come into school in September. A range of actions will be undertaken to ensure the above expectations are effective and that the children will receive the same but age appropriate transition.
1. Ensure class expectations are high and there is continuity of curriculum.
· A set of transition milestones has been created to ensure that expectations in classes build on the learning, expectations from the year before. Appendix 1. The school is particularly mindful of key transition point F2 to Y1, Y2 to Y3, Y6 to Y7.
· Staff will build in activities to prepare children for the milestones or the next teacher will plan a period of transition as they will train to their standards / expectations.

· The school has worked with the local high school on setting end of key stage expectations in all subjects. Appendix 2.

· An ongoing programme of monitoring ensures that all teachers understand what work looks like in classes across the school.

· A programme of moderation is in place again to share those year groups expectations.
· Assessment data shared will be shared ensuring staff understand the level the children were working at the end of the previous academic year, understanding potential in all subjects.

2. Provide opportunities to build teacher /pupil or pupil/pupil relationships.
· Two full move up days are planned in during the second summer half term matching when the Y6 pupils will have their days with the local high school.

· Children new to school in Nursery, Reception or mid-year are invited in to meet their teachers and pupils in their class before the start of the new year.

· Activities will be planned in ensuring children get to know their new teacher and begin to build relationships such team games, art, get to know you, activities etc.

· Activities are planned in to allow children to get to know their peers such as cluster schools disco, leavers walk etc for the Y6 pupils.

· An information sheet about the teachers will go out to families as part of the move up information so children can recognise shred interests and begin build bonds with their new teacher. We want to foster a sense of belonging to the class as well as the children to feel valued by the staff in charge of them.
· There is an expectation that the partial first week on return in September will also be given over to getting to know you activities as well as informal assessments to understand what learning they have retained and what needs to be revisited.

· Staff will talk through routines and expectations for work and behaviour with the children during the first week of term so children know what is expected of them helping remove any worries on this common area of concern.
3. Begin to build relationships with parents and carers.
· Parents will have the opportunity of meeting their child’s new teacher as part of the move up day activities.
· An early parents meeting will take place during the third week into term to ensure any issues are quickly nipped in the bud, as well as ensuring everything is in that should be.
4. Cater for specific needs of children with medical, behavioural or SEND needs.
· Staff will identify a number of pupils who will need bespoke transition Build relationships between staff and children sooner for those needing it.
· New to the school with a medical condition will meet with the head or SENCO to put a care plan in place before the child starts school.
· Medical needs and practise will be reviewed yearly to keep in line with the child’s age and stage ensuring provision is suitable.

· Children with IEP’s last review meeting will be held with parents, current and future staff ensuring everyone has the same information and understanding of next steps.
· Specific transition plans will be put into place based on individual need. See Appendix 3
· Areas that will be considered include:-

i. Supporting children with behaviour plans from Summer 2 so build trust and continuity
ii. Observing lesson – Teacher and TA to see how they manage the children’s behaviour for consistency.

iii. Meeting with parents before the break to ensure correct understanding of how to deal with medical condition.

iv. How to make it easier for the child to transition ie different door practise, different start and end times to the school day, maintaining certain activities the pupils enjoy ie using school tray not moving to a plate, allowing a comfort blanket type toy.

5. Liaise with all parties to ensure effective and purposeful communication.
· Transition meeting between teachers and TA’s before the move up days which include all the information.
· The school encourages and supports transition to KS3 and takes an active part in ensuring the new schools have all the relevant information.
· Pupils folders will be sent up to the next school and a transition sheet signed.

Statement of Transition Blythe Bridge High School
At Blythe Bridge High School & Sixth Form, we are aware that the transition from primary to secondary school can be challenging. Through close liaison with students, parents and our feeder schools, we aim to make that transition as straightforward and comfortable as possible.

TASTER DAYS

The transition process is facilitated by the strong partnerships we have with our local primary schools with whom we work closely to ensure that transfer and progression are as smooth and effective as possible. The impact of working closely with primary staff gives students from Year 4 onwards the opportunity to visit our school to familiarise themselves with a new learning environment, utilise the specialist facilities and more importantly, foster strong relationships. We have an experienced team that organises and implements a broad range of activities such as Year 4 Olympic Legacy Day, Year 5 Maths Puzzle Day, Physics Fest and regular Year 5 and 6 transition activities. Furthermore, our Year 5 Open Week allows students and families to tour the school during the day experiencing the calm and productive environment where our students thrive. 
In September, Year 6 students and their parents/carers are invited to our annual Prospective Parents’ Evening. This popular event allows families to tour the facilities, listen to presentations and experience activities in the classrooms. Applications for a place in Year 7 should be made by parents to their local education authority by 30th October.

National offer day is 1st March 2022, and is the date that families are notified of the outcome of their application. The administrative process (data transfer) between the different primaries and us starts immediately. This information allows us to set students in core subjects and allocate form groups, taking into consideration the social support of friends from the primary setting. All students are invited into Blythe Bridge High School & Sixth Form for two days in the summer term, and students requiring additional support are given the opportunity to attend for a further two days to meet staff in our assisted learning department.

YEAR 6 NEW INTAKE DAY AND EVENING

In July we host a Year 6 new intake day and evening which is an opportunity for children who have been allocated a place in Year 7 to continue with their successful transition into secondary education here with us. Your child will meet with the Head of Year 7 and other key staff to experience sample lessons and get a real taste of what a school day a Blythe Bridge High School & Sixth Form will feel like. This is a wonderful opportunity for you and your child to prepare for their journey with us in September, the aim is to help everyone feel happy and at ease, and ready to embark on the exciting transition into secondary school.
