INTENT:

At St Peter’s we recognise that developed, thorough, focused planning leads to effective teaching and learning in maths.

· Long term plans ensure full and thorough curriculum coverage in maths and specify the length of each unit of work.  In KS2, long term plans are adapted for the teaching of mixed age classes.
· The long term plans ensure all national curriculum objectives are covered throughout each unit of work.  

· The school utilises the White Rose Maths materials to support the long term plans and make use of the teaching slide, worksheets, problem solving activities and fluency questions. This ensures a consistency of approach throughout KS1 and KS2. 

· Progression of knowledge, skills and development of calculation is embedded within these materials for staff to follow.

· EYFS also follow the mastery approach utilising books based around mathematical concepts as its starting point.
· Teachers plan in daily revisits of recently taught learning to ensure it is embedded in the children’s learning memory using the principles of Ebbinghaus’ forgetting curve.
· Core mathematical principles are practised regularly through weekly times tables (KS2) practise, number sense practise (KS1) , fluency homework.

· The mastery approach enables all pupils to be able to access age/ ability  appropriate objectives through scaffolding, apparatus, modelling, quality first teaching and teaching assistant support.

IMPLEMENTATION: 

At St Peter’s we recognise that each staff member brings different styles and skills to the table which we celebrate. We adopt the principle that pupils are taught through whole class interactive teaching, where focus is on all pupils working together on the same lesson content as the same time. This ensures that all can master concepts before moving to the next part of the curriculum sequence, allowing no pupil to be left behind. To ensure that there is a consistent approach across all year groups teaching need to follow the following ethos as the foundation for their practise.

· The unit will start with a piece of diagnostic work which could be in a range of forms including:- test, elicitation task, mental warm up allowing the teacher to have an understanding of the knowledge the children already possess, where initial support could be put in and where stretch can be applied.

· Teachers will follow a course of lessons that build on one another and include questioning, short tasks, explanation, demonstration and discussion. The structure and connections within the mathematics are emphasised, so that pupils develop deep learning that can be sustained.
· Practise is a vital part of learning that reinforces pupils procedural fluency and develops their conceptual understanding.

· Revisit sessions are built within the school day to ensure learning is embedded in the children’s learning memory using the principles of Ebbinghaus’ forgetting curve. KS1 send home revists from a range of areas in their nightly homework.
· Key facts such as multiplication tables and addition facts within 10 are learnt to automatically to avoid overload in the working memory and enable pupils to focus on new concepts. These are formalised in weekly tests.
· Core math building blocks are the focus for homework in KS2 allowing for that repeated practise.
· Children are asked to demonstrate their learning at the end of the unit through answering a range of relevant questions at either mastery or mastery at greater depth level, allowing staff to analyse depth of understanding.

· This learning will be marked against the skills ladder in the pupils book giving the pupils a clear understanding of where they are at.
· Teaching assistants are used effectively to support class teaching and guide learning during lessons.  

· Where objectives have not been met by individuals or a group of children, intervention is used effectively to allow extra support towards meeting national curriculum objectives.  These will be led by teachers or teaching assistants outside the timetabled maths lessons

IMPACT:

· All work is marked in accordance with our marking policy.
· Time is allocated for children to correct work, tackle misconceptions and respond to marking comments / challenges.

· All marking responses are then marked by the teacher.

· Learning objectives taught take the form of a skills ladder which will be inside the front cover of every child’s maths book.  When objectives have been met, they are marked as met on the skills ladder.

· At each assessment point, the children’s progress in maths is measured in accordance with our assessment policy.

· Assessment will take place at the end of each academic year in the form of a standardised test which is used to inform assessment.
